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Union formation in the 
North: Next seal in 
fi nancial diff iculties?
Hardly any pay, dwindling troop morale, unpaid 
workers in administration and command and 
dwindling security: a close look at the exploita-
tion and decay in the north!
Anyone who attended the soldiers‘ „boot-li-
cking regulars‘ table“ at the recent Conven-
tion of the Elements could already witness 
the growing dissatisfaction in the North. In 
addition to the usual stories and the nor-
mal grumbling of the soldiers, one thing in 
particular was the topic of discussion among 
the proud soldiers from the North: The pay 
- or what the esteemed lords and ladies 
of the northern upper class understood by 
„fair pay“. If the statements of the Nordic 
militias are to be believed, there is probably 
a world of difference between this unders-
tanding and actual fair and honourable pay.

It was also at the aforementioned conventi-
on that the formation of a trade union was 
discussed for the fi rst time. Over a drink 
together in the Feste der Vielfalt, the Nordic 
soldiers were able to vent their frustration and 
developed the idea of a Nordic trade union 
independently and without outside infl uence. 

These developments at the convention also 
shed new light on the events leading up to 
it. Just before the convention, for example, 
an assassination attempt was made in the 
North on the otherwise very popular Wai-
bel Darius. It is unclear whether this was

actually a sign of dissatisfi ed northern sett-
lers or soldiers.  Offi cially, political goals of 
other empires are cited as the presumed 
motives.

Regardless of the actual reason, the attempt 
of such an attack alone shows the current 
weakness and vulnerability of the North, 
which is also increasingly recognised among 
the settlers. A non-representative survey re-
vealed an opinion that a northern settler, 
who wishes to remain unrecognised, sum-
marised as follows: „The north may still be 
able to win at pompfball, but that‘s about 
it“.

The recent endeavours to steal the Ka‘Sha-
lee‘s lamp and detonate a sleep bomb in 
the Nord-commandery also speaks volumes 
about the current strength of the North: 
if only no one had dared to even think 
about robbing the exalted Ka‘Shalee Zress 
in the heyday of the North, let alone say 
it out loud.

Perhaps this weakness and the obvious lack 
of money in the North is precisely the rea-
son why the covetous Waibel has recently

begun to ensnare the army commanders 
and leaders of other realms and seals? 

Is he perhaps following the example of the 
western archon Collin, who has taken to 
selling his body in order to improve the 
state fi nances of the West? (We reported 
on this in the last issue of the Galgenstrick)

In addition to the soldiers and the military, 
the North‘s lack of money also seems to be 
leaving its mark on the civilian leadership.  
A long-standing and well-known employee 
of the Northern Commandery confi rmed to 
an editor that the North does not pay an-
yone in the Command, let alone the Know-
ledge Seekers. Accordingly, unionisation and 
demands for fair pay are not ruled out in 
the civilian branch of the North either.

With the ambitions of unionisation in both 
the military and civilian branches, the North 
has no choice but to hope that no one will 
bring these two movements together. One 
can only imagine what the consequences 
would be if someone were to publicise these 
plans and the two parties were to unite to 
form a strong union...
