Preparation

The sea singer is gently put into a peaceful slumber at full moon and the internal organs 
are removed. It is stuffed with slices of giant lemon and glitter moss parsley. After being 
cooked over embers until its skin is golden brown and its fi ns are delicately caramelised, 
it is placed on a silver platter and melted mermaid butter is brushed over the mermaid to 
draw the delicate fl avours of the sea into its body for a glossy fi nish. Finally, season with 
a little sea salt and a pinch of unicorn pepper. Boil the seaweed potatoes in water and a 
little sea salt until cooked.

Garnish

The fi nished mermaid is covered with two slices of giant pomelo citrus to preserve its deli-
cate skin and emphasise the scent of the sea. Sparkling moss parsley is draped in a spiral 
around the fl anks. The dish is served warm, accompanied by seaweed potatoes.
