A term you’ve likely come across here 
and there: the Banners of Power.

You probably know the term primarily in 
connection with casters, rituals, or Archons 
and Nyame. 
However, the Banners of Power are no or-
dinary magical artifacts. Rather, they are 
connected to the land itself and enable ac-
cess to the energy within the power lines. 
Through them, the power of the land can be

Banners of Power harnessed – but this also results in the 
power line losing energy or even being de-
pleted. 

The Banners of Power were originally handed 
over by the Quihen’Assil to the ancient rulers, 
so that every location and settlement could 
draw upon the land’s power. This allowed 
even less gifted rulers to access this energy.

The Banners of Power are always bound 
to their respective location and thus re-
present the power of that particular land.

Still, the banners can be removed 
from their place.
